	Text20: My formal education (Masters of Architecture), and work experience in building and architecture also support my candidacy. Public engagement is a cornerstone of the pre-design stage of any building project. Including stakeholders in creative ways and ultimately discovering how a final objective will serve community needs is essential. This includes hosting public meetings, putting out a call for submissions, and researching precedent works to gauge successes in other locations. My experience in these areas can enhance the costly obligations of repairing, renovating, or building schools on many levels, which include cost, maintenance, user experience, and life cycles of buildings.
I grew up in a general contractor family and have rehabilitated and restored many houses and buildings throughout my career. This has given me an appreciation for jobs in the trades. I believe providing interested students, a pathway into the trades for gainful employment is essential. Our society will face a “gray tsunami” with so many well-paid technically skilled workers aging out of the workforce without adequate replacements in the employment pipeline. This is a great opportunity for many interested students and should be championed!
I also have a love for the arts and gained much appreciation for the sciences through my children’s education and my engagement with university-level mathematics. I see advanced levels of academics as being essential for two reasons. Firstly, many academically inclined students need the challenge to maintain their engagement and psychological well-being. Secondly, many at-need students with professional aspirations need these advanced courses as a prerequisite to post-secondary school programs. Maintaining academic excellence and access to advanced academics for interested students that teachers can encourage is essential.
I believe education should be a challenging yet a joyful experience that feeds the imagination, and enables students to be aware of their cultural capital, its strengths, and place in the world. In the final analysis, I want to assist and be a link for students and parents in finding their own agency.

	Text3: I would be a successful candidate for Trustee of Ward 1, 2, and 3 for many reasons.
Firstly I am an outsider who has never served with the 118kj¿ª½±ÏÖ³¡. I come with only new perspectives and an open mind. I do celebrate what is currently an all-female board of School Trustees, although as Trustee I would bring a balanced male perspective that could assist on many fronts. I can relate to at-risk male students who face academic and social challenges at such a critical juncture through my own lived experience.
I am also a resident in  Windsor. I am married with two children and currently reside in Ward 4. I have community ties with many neighbours who have children attending or who have graduated from a 118kj¿ª½±ÏÖ³¡ school in wards 3, 4, and 10. This gives me a front-row seat to constituents.
I attended the public school myself in Toronto, I have a daughter who successfully graduated from 118kj¿ª½±ÏÖ³¡ with distinction and is now in university, and I have a second daughter currently enrolled 118kj¿ª½±ÏÖ³¡ high school. This gives me valuable insight into the user experience of the public school system from both the parent and student perspective, the people I would serve.
I am also involved in the wider community as a parent of a competitive swimmer in the Windsor Aquatic Club (WAC). My involvement in this now 50-year-old Windsor-based club has reinforced and allowed my children and me to play out the many virtues of excellence expected of members. They include good sportsmanship, respect for others, (swimmers, parents, officials, and coaches), communicating positively, and acting positively. The club is a parent-run organization, so I have had many opportunities to officiate at provincial-wide swim meets. The experience has provided me with greater insight into the user experience of parents and children of all ages in an organization, in regards to how we work together towards common goals and objectives. One was sending a group of swimmers to the International Children’s Games in Leon Mexico during the summer of 2024. As a guardian parent on this trip, I was essentially responsible for the welfare of all youth swimmers when travelling internationally.
Other background qualifications that support my candidacy include being a Corktown Residence & Business Association elected board member for five years in Toronto. Primary objectives included improving our community safety and strengthening community bonds in a largely underprivileged neighbourhood. During this time I also served on the City of Toronto’s Facade Improvement Program which approved the co-funding of building facade upgrades to enhance needed neighbourhood aesthetics.
I operated a restaurant and live music venue in Toronto for over a decade that became a cultural and social hub where we partook in the Toronto International Jazz Festival, and participated in many fundraising efforts initiated by community members including a large Tsunami fundraiser that impacted the homeland of our local Sri Lakan diaspora. As a restaurant employer, I ensured the staff was reflective of society, by hiring qualified BIPOC team members well before this practice was commonly labelled or common place. I intuitively believed it was the right thing. The tavern itself was a great equalizer in the sense that we served an incredible range of people including, seniors, students, artists, entrepreneurs, IATSI trade unionists along with some of the most economically disadvantaged and advantaged people in Toronto given our location in Toronto-Centre Rosedale which at the time encompassed the affordable housing project in Canada (Regent Park) and still encompasses Rosedale, one of the wealthiest neighbourhoods in Canada. While there I had the opportunity to engage with a host of politicians from all levels of government over a beer or at one of the many official public meetings we hosted. Those included councillors, MPP, and MP officials such as the late Pam McConnel (City Councillor), the late Jack Layton (City, Councillor, & NDP Leader of the Official Opposition), and the late Bill Graham (Liberal MP & Minister of Defence). Incredible public servants in their own right I was honoured to work with.
